encouraging one another; and all the more 
as you see the day drawing near.” 

God’s Word clearly teaches us, though we do 
not know the day nor the hour, that Jesus is 
coming back to take us to heaven just as He 
has promised. Those who have already died 
will be with Him and we’ll all be like Him  
forever. 

Let’s never forget, Satan is behind it all worldwide 
with his legions of demons.

This passage in Hebrews instructs us to always be looking for ways to encourage our fellow 
believers to make visible God’s perfect agape love in and through our lives by the Holy Spirit who 
has shed this agape love abroad in our hearts.
